¥ SILVER PAGODA ¥ Enclosure, Phimeanakas, the Elephants Terrace, the Terrace of the Leper

King and Bayon Temple (unique for its 54 towers decorated with over 200 smiling
faces of Avolokitesvara), Ta Prohm Temple of similar design to the Jayavarman VII
temples, this quiet sprawling monastic complex is only partially cleared of jungle
overgrowth. Intentionally left partially unrestored, massive fig and silk cotton trees
grow from the towers and corridors offering some of the best ‘tree-in temple’ photo
opportunities at Angkor Wat. Lunch at restaurant; visit the most famous of all the
temples on the plain of Angkor: Angkor Wat. The temple complex covers 81 hectares
and is comparable in size to the Imperial Palace in Beijing. Its distinctive five towers
are emblazoned on the Cambodian flag and the 12th century masterpiece is considered
by art historians to be the prime example of classical Khmer art and architecture.
Angkor Wat's five towers symbolize Meru's five peaks - the enclosed wall represents
the mountains at the edge of the world and the surrounding moat, the ocean beyond
